ü Original Online Guide (OOG) developed by Malcolm 

Pirnie provided to CFWC in June 2006 for evaluation 

and testing

¸ Internal testing from 6/06 to 4/07 revealed 103 issues; 

38 were fixed with available budget

¸ Few users were able to collect and input the 

extensive required data

¸ 80% of requested data was contained elsewhere in 

the CUP application

¸ User didnôt know how the input data were being used 

by OOG

¸ OOG contained additional regulatory requirements



CFWC Refinements to OOG

üCFWC online version 1.4 of OOG with 

corrections and refinements released in 

Summer 2007

üCFWC released the spreadsheet version 

of Original Guide, Guide 1.6, in Summer 

2008-no longer online

¸ Greatly simplified data entry requirements

¸ Easy for user to understand the calculations

¸ Retained the format of OOG
